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About the Course:

Passenger channels remain a significant vector for cross-border smuggling of narcotics,
currency, wildlife products and other prohibited goods. This programme is designed to
strengthen the operational capabilities of officers engaged in passenger control and border
enforcement.

The course will focus on intelligence-led passenger profiling, behavioural indicators, and
identification of emerging concealment methods. Participants will examine how routine
passenger movements can present enforcement risks and how targeted interventions can be

undertaken without dlsruptmg legmmate travel.
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A day-long study tour to Kempegowda International Airport, Bengalum offers participants
hands-on exposure to real-time Customs operations, enhancimg their practical
understanding of passenger Interdiction, surveillance. and inter-agency coordination-key to
achieving the Course’s enforcement and facilitation objectives.
