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- be a Customs officer of a WCO Member administration in Asia-Pacific
Region that has active status with the WCO;

- be chosen and nominated by the applicant’s Customs Administration;

- have a minimum of 3 years’ experience in Customs;

- have a university degree or equivalent professional qualification;

- be proficient in English verbally and in writing; have basic skills in
computer applications;

- bein good health and free from any medical condition that would impair
the applicant’s full participation in the Programme; and
have expertise in the fields of risk management, data collection/
intelligence analysis, targeting, and/or Customs enforcement.
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
